For many this is a difficult and sensitive area of work to consider
engaging in. Workers are often unsure of their skills level in how to
work directly with Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgendered Young
People.

In addition to this, practical issues such as maintaining the anonymity
of the young people themselves in their locality and the sensitivities of
introducing work on this topic into a programme or setting can be
problematic.

This workshop hopes to provide participants with some practical tools
and examples of good practice for engaging in work with Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual and Transgendered Young People.

It also hopes to provide advice and expertise which will help to ease the
anxiety workers can often feel when faced with engaging this group of
young people and how to address practical and political issues that can
arise when introducing this work into their work setting.

BeLonG To Youth Project works with Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual &
Transgender (LGBT) young people in Ireland. It supports and
resources young people, aged 14 - 23, to actively participate in the
world around them and to make informed decisions which will
positively impact on their lives. As such, it is the first and only project
of its kind in the country.

BeLonG To provides one-to-one and group support for young people to
allow them to safely engage with confidence building, personal
development, peer support and making friends. It also affords young
people a space where they can experience inclusion, acceptance, social
justice, fun and safety.

The structure set up with-in BeLonG To reflects the interests and
energies of LGBT youth and the community. Self-managing groups
supported through the advice and encouragement of the youth worker
operate around the issues and needs of LGBT young people.

The day will consist of practical inputs; small and large group
discussion, and documentation on models of good practice.
